Of five proposed measures that either increase taxes or ease the ability of lawmakers to enact tax increases,
three are backed by government employee unions. A sixth tax measure limits the ability of the Legislature to
impose taxes disguised as fees on business.

of the two most recent budget packages enacted by the state, in fall 2008 and February 2009: NOL carry-
back; tax credit sharing; and elective single sales factor.
